Height classes and the buffer distances come from
NRW’s guidance GN 046 Using LANDMAP in Landscape and Visual Impact
Assessment. The visibility data is for strategic and ready-reckoner use only,
and is no substitute for site observations and more detailed mapping and
assessment related to specific projects.
